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Director’s Report:  
 
A Parent Questionnaire was sent out in February in a quest to improve the centres for our families. We had some very valuable comments and questions and I 
thought this would be a great place to answer them for all of our families! 
 
How could our services better meet your needs? 
Q: If we could keep leftovers from lunches so that one could see what has been eaten.  
A: The centre generally does not keep children’s food once it has been served due to the fact that it is now contaminated however you can make a special request 
to your child’s caregiver if this will help you track your child’s eating! 
Q: Keep notes on how my child is eating throughout the day. 
A: Make a request to your child’s caregiver and they can send a note home every day if you like! 
Q: Doing half days and charged only when child attends.  
A: Unlike most licensed day cares in Manitoba we have a unique opportunity with our extra spaces to accommodate part time families! We also love meeting the 
needs of our community and do half days if it works with all the other schedules of the other families in the room your child is enrolled in. We also take into 
consideration the developmental needs of individual children and sometimes very part time or half days is difficult for children to adjust to and become comfortable 
with the routine. We want all children to have the very best experience at TKCC!  
Charging only when your child attends sounds like a great plan however it is difficult to schedule staff as we would not want to be overstaffed if not necessary. 
Remaining consistent in scheduling helps with routine for children as well. Also if we only charged when children attended we would have a difficult time managing 
an unpredictable budget and paying qualified staff.  
 
Please name an area of the daycare that needs attention: 
A: Preschool playground 
We do have difficulty with grass growing so this is a problem area. We also embrace natural playgrounds and we try to avoid any manmade materials such as 
rubber tiles. Our long-term goal is to work with the RM of La Broquerie to enhance outdoor spaces in our community. This would give staff and children lots of 
options when going outdoors! If you have any suggestions or would like to get involved in enhancing our current spaces we would love to hear from you! 
A: Child Cleanliness 
Please discuss this concern directly to a staff when it happens. There may be a perfectly good reason your child is not the cleanest at pick up time. If this is not the 
case then notifying staff when a concern arises helps them to react quickly and ensure the concern does not continue for more incidents.  
A: Hear more about how and what my child did during the day 
Come on into the classroom and ask us anything you like! We often are unable to move freely around the room to greet you as we are involved in children’s play 
or personal care but we always love to talk about your child’s day!! 
A: Closure days need to be addressed better 
Seine River School Division does make the decision if we close when school is in. During all Summer, Spring and Christmas breaks the centre will make the 
decision. We had two very difficult late closure notices this year and SRSD Superintendent Mike Borgfjord will be meeting with all the people needed to make the 
important safety decisions to ensure that everyone is notified with ample notice in the future.  
A: Activities could be notified sooner than 1 week in advance 
When the centre has a planned activity it is posted in our newsletter with reminders on our facebook page. If the activity is in individual groups/rooms teachers 
may not notify as soon as we do work towards planning around children’s interests and it may be more spontaneous. All staff will try their best to notify families as 
early as possible regarding any type of activity in the centre.  
A: Sign in sheet (parents should sign children in and out) 
Our sign in and out sheets are a licensing requirement that if not completed when our coordinator visits could get our license revoked. If parents signed their 
children in and out staff would still need to follow up and make sure it was completed. Let us take the burden off your hands while you say your last goodbyes to 
your child for the day or greet their smiley faces at the end of a long day! 
PS-We are looking into a technology solution that may also allow staff and families to benefit from more accurate and instant records. We will definitely let you 
know of any new developments in this area!

Seed Jar Science Experiment 
 
Early childhood science can be a wonderful experience that introduces kids to the world around them. Spring is full of new 

beginnings for the outdoors, and you can share an inside look at what’s happening below the ground with our seed jar. 

 

Supplies: a large Mason jar, water, seeds & paper towel 

 

Seed Jar Science Experiment Set Up: 

 

Wet paper towels and push them down into jar carefully with a few seeds each of sunflowers, peas & green beans with your 

child. Snuggly place them in an open jar where children may observe the seed as it grows. Place the jar by a window for the 

natural light to help keep them warm. Water the seed jar a little each day & use a magnify glass to watch the plants grow! With 

older children the progress may be documented, drawn & all the parts of the plant can be labeled too!

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Encouraging Polite Behavior 

These skills are important because they teach 

your child how to express themselves and 

connect with others on an emotional, 

respectful level. Here are some tips for adults 

to guide child behavior in a polite and kind 
way. 

1. Be aware of your language. 
Children are always listening, 
even when we think they’re not, 
so let’s not slip on those please 
and thank-you’s. 

2. Minimize negativity. Try and stay 
away from negative or angry 
words, and beware of your tone 
when you speak. 

3. Forgive forgetfulness. Your child 
might forget to say please 
because they are still learning 
what words mean. Respond with 
“you’re welcome” and a smile. 
Let’s try and make politeness 
fun, not stressful. 

4. Demonstrate respect. Get down 
to their eye level, put a hand on 
their shoulder and use a polite, 
gentle but stern tone to express 
the expectations you have for 
your child. Manners aren’t only 
about the words we use, but 
how we use our words. 

5. Greetings. These gestures show 
the value you put on the ones 
you love. It’s a good way to 
show others that you care, and it 
creates an emotional bond with 
the people in your life. 

6. Start young. Just because your 
infant does not know how to 
speak yet, or your toddler is still 
trying out full sentences, doesn’t 
mean they are not learning from 
you. Use your manners as much 
as possible to give your child a 
head start. 

7. Explain. Tell your child why 

you use certain words as it will 

help create a deeper 

understanding. For example, the 

reason you say thank you is to 

show people you appreciate 

their efforts. This will also teach 

your child how to express 

themselves emotionally, which 

will set them up with better 

communication skills in their 

future.
